Background

Mid-America Technology Center’s campus is located in an area of rural Oklahoma, which boasts of
high percentages of academically gifted/talented or highly motivated students who deserve the highest
level of educational opportunities available. Many of these students could be eligible to attend the
Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics two year public residential facility located in Oklahoma
City their junior and senior years, but for personal reasons elect to remain in their comprehensive high
school.

The Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics and Mid-America Technology Center have joined
forces to assist each school in providing opportunities for acquiring academic excellence in the midst
of budget constraints by supplying equipment, curriculum and personnel necessary to challenge the
intelligent minds of these young men and women. Therefore, in an effort to afford our rural
gifted/talented students this enhanced educational opportunity of incomparable academic achievement
in science and mathematics, The Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics, Wayne Regional
Center was established.

History/Mission

Senate Bill | created Regional Centers for the Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics through
legislative action during the 1997 session. Senate Bill | generated educational outreach programs for
the Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics by developing regional centers for students
gifted/talented and or highly motivated in science and mathematics. In addition to Senate Bill I, House
Bill 1510 provided funding for additional center(s) during the 1999-2000 school year.

The principle authors of Senate Bill | legislation were Senator Ted Fisher and Representatives Abe
Deutschendorf, Mike Tyler, Dale Wells and Larry Ferguson. Support was also obtained from past
Speaker of the House, Loyd Benson.

The Wayne Regional Center governed by the Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics, exists for
the following purposes:

e To provide added advanced educational opportunities for high school students attending
the Mid-America Technology Center sending school district who excel in science and
mathematics regardless of income or cultural diversity

e To provide a complimentary and accelerated program to expand students’ existing and
previous local high school courses in math and science

e To allow our rural high school students excelling in science and mathematics the
opportunity to maintain their local high school affiliation, participate in extra curricular
activities and to live at home while utilizing the new, innovative, state-of-the-art
facilities and laboratories offered through The Oklahoma School of Science and
Mathematics and Mid-America Technology Center



Philosophy

The goal is to provide a one-year program of added educational opportunities and challenges for gifted
students regardless of their income or cultural diversity. The curriculum is designed to provide a
complimentary and accelerated program to expand students' current and previous local high school
courses in math and science. Advanced studies will be targeted to encourage individual differences,
competencies, and expectations.

In addition to the course work at the Regional Center of Science and Mathematics, the student will be
able to maintain the local high school affiliation and extracurricular participation. A cooperative
effort of the local high school, Mid-America Technology Center, and OSSM makes this program
possible. Students will need the support of family, their local high school, and the Regional Center of
Science and Mathematics to promote good study and work habits to assure success and course
completion.

Setting

The Wayne Regional Center of the Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics is housed at the
Mid-America Technology Center in Wayne, OK. Classes are held on the Mid-America Technology
Center site.

Classroom settings consist of student lecture classrooms, laboratory facilities, and a computer lab.

Students attend semester courses in the morning or afternoon session. The morning session runs from
8:10am-11:10am each day. The afternoon session runs from 12:45 p.m. to 3:45 p.m. each day. All
classes are held Monday through Friday on the same calendar as the Mid-America Technology Center.

Program Management

An advisory council will assist the Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics in governing the
program. The Advisory Council is responsible for: establishing eligibility criteria for student
participation, finalizing approval of curriculum and academic standards, assisting in the determination
of advanced science and math courses, assisting in the recruitment and hiring of faculty. Advisory
Council membership shall consist of the following representatives: a superintendent of a participating
local school district or designee within the Mid-America Technology Center district, the
Superintendent of Mid-America Technology Center or a designee, and the Outreach Coordinator for
OSSM or a designee.

Transportation

The existing transportation systems provided through the Mid-America Technology Center (MATC)
Campus is available to transport those students attending The Oklahoma School of Science and
Mathematics, Wayne Regional Center in need of transportation to and from an MATC sending high
school. This transportation is provided free of charge to the student.



Cost

There is no tuition for students attending The Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics at the
Mid-America Technology Center. Students are responsible for costs associated with travel to and from
school if they choose not to utilize the schools’ existing transportation system and any other incidental
expenses.

The Academic Program

Students chosen to attend The Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics Regional Centers have
achieved an outstanding record of scholarship within their local high schools. The faculty members of
OSSM are committed to provide academic excellence, which will enhance previous knowledge as well
as prepare students for future studies. Our graduates will have experienced a well-defined curriculum
based upon high academic principles that demonstrate both academic discipline and honesty. All
students enrolled at an OSSM regional center study calculus and physics for one school year. Students
cannot take only one of the two subjects.

Minimum Academic Requirements

Students will be expected to maintain an overall B average for course work at the Regional Center. If
a student’s grade falls below a C average, the parents will be notified at that time by a progress report
indicating areas of deficiency and improvements needed. Failure to improve academically may result
in a meeting with the OSSM administration and Mid-America Technology Center administration for
the purpose of determining the student’s continuation of the program. The OSSM instructors, in
conjunction with the Mid-America Technology Center administration, will coordinate communications
with the local high school representative and parents or guardians to support the academic
improvement of the student. Students who do not meet the Regional Center’s educational and/or
behavioral expectations may be asked to return to their home school.

Attendance Policy

One of the most attractive things about the Regional Center is that it allows students to continue
participating in extracurricular activities at their home schools. However, frequent absences can be
detrimental to academic performance. To try and minimize the effect of extracurricular activities on
the student’s performance, these guidelines have been established.

1. Activity absences should be limited to no more than one in any week and no more than five per
semester. If the student misses more than one day in a week, the student will be asked to schedule
additional time with the instructors.

2. The student is responsible for obtaining all material covered during an absence. Assignments due
on the day of the absence must be turned in early or on the day the student returns to class. Please try
to avoid missing lab days because they are very hard to reschedule.

3. The student must notify his/her professors at least one day prior to the activity. If the student does
not, the absence will not be excused. This time is needed so instructors can prepare their class
schedules and let the student know what he/she will miss while he/she is away.



Who Can Apply

As this is a one-year program, preference will be given to Seniors, but Juniors or younger may also
apply as long as they meet the necessary requirements. Students that reside within reasonable
transportation distance of Mid-America Technology Center may apply. Should space be limited,
preference will be given to students from the (20) sending school districts that are served by the Mid-
America Technology Center and provide its tax base. These schools are:

Blanchard, Bridge Creek, Byars, Dibble, EImore City, Lexington, Lindsay, Little Axe, Maysville,
Newcastle, Noble, Paoli, Pauls Valley, Purcell, Stratford, Wanette, Washington, Wayne, Whitebead,
Wynnewood.



COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

Physics Department

Physics. (Two semesters) First semester is a general physics class based primarily on trigonometry
and algebra. Second semester is a calculus-based physics course typical of what an engineering major
would take in their first year of college. The goal is to prepare the students for Section I of the Physics
C Advanced Placement exam. The emphasis will be on problem solving skills and concepts rather
than rote memorization of formulas. It is our goal for the students to receive credit for Physics | and
begin college in Physics II.

General Physics. (First Semester) Curriculum includes motion in one dimension, Newton’s laws,
work and energy, momentum, rotation of rigid bodies, electricity and magnetism, wave motion and
optics. This course introduces the students to the basic concepts of physics (e.g. mechanics, electricity
and magnetism) and lays the foundation for the upper level physics courses. The course may also
include such topics as properties of matter, heat, sound, light, atomic and nuclear physics, and
relativity. Laboratory is included. PREREQUISITES: ALGEBRA I

Mechanics. (Second Semester) The curriculum includes mechanics, and wave motion. This course
presents a thorough calculus-based treatment of various topics in mechanics such as one-and-two-
dimensional motion, Newton’s laws, work and energy, impulse and momentum, rotational motion,
mechanics of a rigid body, periodic motion and waves. The lectures stress a quantitative approach and
regular laboratory sessions introduce the students to experimental procedures. PREREQUISITES:
BEGINNING KNOWLEDGE OF CALCULUS AND GENERAL PHYSICS.

Mathematics Department

Calculus. (Two semesters) This is the standard course in differential and integral calculus, preparing
students for the Advanced Placement exams (“AB” or “BC”). The course will provide a multi-
representational study of basic calculus concepts using geometric, analytic, numeric and verbal
methods. Students will be instructed on the collegiate level. It is not the intent of the course to be a
preparatory course for college calculus. It is our full intent for students to receive advanced placement
credit for Calculus I and Calculus I1.

Calculus 1. (First Semester) This course covers limits, derivatives and their applications, definite
integrals and their applications, and transcendental functions. PREREQUISITES: ALGEBRA
I/ALGEBRA Il AND GEOMETRY

Calculus I1. (Second Semester) This course covers techniques of integration, indeterminate forms and
improper integrals, infinite series, conics, and polar coordinates. PREREQUISITES: CALCULUS |

The goal is for students to receive advanced placement credit for Calculus I and Calculus Il and enter a
university in Calculus I11 or an equivalent course during their first semester of college.

Application

Admission to The Oklahoma School of Science and Mathematics Regional Centers is a highly
competitive process initiated by written application. In addition to the student’s high interest in
science and mathematics, the admissions committee examines multiple criteria including standardized
test scores, previous grades, course work and academic recommendations. A committee comprised of
OSSM faculty, the Mid-America Technology Regional Centers’ OSSM Regional Coordinator, and
other professional educators throughout Mid-America Technology Center district reviews the
applications.

Once the application has been reviewed, a select number of applicants are classified as semifinalists.
Letters are sent to all applicants advising them as to whether they have been selected to participate in
the interview portion of the admissions process.

Interview

Applicants will participate in an interview with a committee comprised of members of the Oklahoma
School of Science and Mathematics faculty, the Mid-America Technology Regional Centers’ OSSM
Coordinator and other professional educators. Upon conclusion of the interview, the applicant will be
administered an aptitude inventory. Students will need a scientific calculator for this segment.

Selection

Each student’s scores from the initial applicant review process are compiled and analyzed. Students
are assessed for: scientific interest and aptitude, motivation, self-discipline, personal maturity, overall
potential as an OSSM Regional Center student. Student finalists are then selected from this total
application pool.

Letters are sent to all students advising them of the outcome of the selection process each year.
Finalists are requested to sign and return a Letter of Intent advising the Oklahoma School of Science
and Mathematics, Wayne Regional Center of their decision. An orientation and review course will be
held during the summer to assist the upcoming class with their educational transition to the OSSM
Regional Center at Mid-America Technology Center.
